Aims of the Strategy /

Badauu Cmpameauu

BCS aims at maximum growth in assets value in a long-
term prospective while keeping the risks at the level
comparable with medium-risk bond market. The Strategy
is based on the combination of two approaches. Firstly,
an active administration of assets proportion in the
portfolio within the certain limits on the basis of risks
and trends analysis on the capital markets. Secondly,
careful choice of certain instruments in each assets class
on the basis of detailed analysis of companies’
businesses and credit quality.

BCS aims at choosing assets with a high growth
potential mainly among the mid and high-cap
companies, and among high credit quality companies.
For the purposes of evaluation of the said potential BCS
uses analytical materials, own financial models, market
indices, meets with the management of issuers and visits
their factories.

In forming the portfolio BCS intends to minimize the
risks of certain issuers by way of diversification and

BCS intends to reach the investment objective mainly by
investing in shares and bonds of companies carrying out
their activities on Russian market. Moreover, the
substantial part of the portfolio may be invested in
shares, bonds of the companies carrying out their
activities on the developed and developing countries
markets, in structured products, ETFs and other highly
liquid funds investing in developed and developing
markets. The Strategy also includes investments in
derivatives, structured products, ETFs and funds, the
value of which changes depending on changes in certain
commodities markets.
