BCS intends to reach the investment objective mainly by
investing in shares and bonds of companies carrying out
their activities on Russian market. Moreover, the
substantial part of the portfolio may be invested in
shares, bonds of the companies carrying out their
activities on the developed and developing countries
markets, in structured products, ETFs and other highly
liquid funds investing in developed and developing
markets. The Strategy also includes investments in
derivatives, structured products, ETFs and funds, the
value of which changes depending on changes in certain
commodities markets.

	5.4. Reports mentioned in these Rules shall be prepared and sent to the Client in electronic form to the address specified by the Client in the Client Application Form. BCS also undertakes to provide to the Client upon written request original copy of the report signed by the authorized representative of BCS.
	5.5. BCS may amend the form and contents of reports provided for in appendices A and B hereto at its own discretion pursuant to the Applicable Regulations.
	5.6. The obligation of BCS to prepare reports as provided hereunder shall be considered fulfilled on the date of dispatch of the relevant report in electronic form to the e-mail address specified in the Client’s Application Form.
	5.7. Report shall be considered received by the Client if the Client does not notify BCS otherwise within five (5) Business Days following the expiration date of the term for sending of report by BCS in accordance hereunder.
	5.8. Report shall be considered acknowledged and agreed by the Client if the Client does not provide any objections as to the form and/or contents of the report within five (5) business days following the date of sending the report by BCS to the Client.
	5.9. Acceptance of report by the Client shall mean his approval of the actions of BCS and the results reflected in the report. Objections of the Client in respect of the previous reporting period shall not be accepted.
